Individual bone implants whose structure resembles

that of the natural bone can now be produced quite
easily. First, a simulation program calculates the bone’s internal
structure and porosity, then a rapid prototyping machine
»bakes« the implant from metal powder. Researchers at the
Fraunhofer Institute for Manufacturing Technology and Applied
Materials Research have developed the simulation program that
calculates the internal structure and density distribution of the
bone material. From this, the scientists were able to
derive the material structure for other components ...
